Gift of Books for Foreign Affairs Ministry of the SR
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In December 2007, SAFS donated 50 copies of the book A MOSAIC OF SLOVAK MEDICINE to the Foreign Affairs Ministry of the Slovak Republic. Ing. Vasiľ Grivna, ambassador and director of external affairs, accepted the gift from the PR and Communication Manager Ing. Štefánia Cicková.

The ministry will be using this bilingual book (Slovak – English) in its contacts through foreign missions as well as on the occasion of various visits from abroad.

SAFS published the book last April, and will be donating all proceeds from sales to the Children’s Hospice Plamienok. The mission of this hospice is to provide palliative and hospice care to terminally ill and dying children and to those close to them, in a residential setting.

A Mosaic of Slovak Medicine was initiated by SAFS, the originator of its concept and its publisher. Two journalists, Dagmar Krištofičová a Gustav Bartovic, composed the book’s personal interviews. Their attempt was, so to speak, to take these doctors “out of their white coats”, and present them not only as specialists but also as people living with and among us.
