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Despite tight pharmaceuticals market regulation in Slovakia, patients have access to the most modern of drugs, although to a limited extent. SAFS is against any confrontation whatsoever between manufacturers in the market, and recognizes the benefits of generic medications for the conservation of resources and the allowance of innovation. It is however essential to emphasize that a generic pharmaceutical cannot always take the place of the original. New drugs indeed do not have generic equivalents during the period of patent protection, and therefore are the instruments of progress in treatment, which for patients’ lives means protection, lengthening or improvement in quality. Limiting their accessibility would lead to many patients not receiving the therapy they need. 
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
